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-The 2003 general MS4 permit required the development and 
implementation of a comprehensive storm water management 
plan (SWMP) by the end of five years.    

-The five year clock started when coverage was granted.   

-Late filers were given the full five years to develop the plan. 

-Inspections and audits started in the sixth year and are 
ongoing.
